Geographic Information System
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A computerized
“Geographic Information
System” (GIS) was installed
at the District office.

The system contains a
topographical map of the
service area with the
District’s facilities super-
imposed on it. The operator
of the system can pick an
area, zoom in on it, and

obtain the size, depth, and

age of the sewer, its history
and maintenance record,
adjacent land ownership,
and even photos of the
location, all without having

to leave the computer.

I nitially, the system is set
up for a pilot area only
(Isla Vista). Eventually, the
entire service area will be

covered and every data-
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base currently existing in
the District will be
incorporated into the GIS.

F or you, the consumer,

the system means quicker
answers to your queries
and more complete answers

without the need for

follow-up.
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Should There be a Single Sanitary
District Serving Goleta Valley?

w hen you go to vote on
November 8, you will find
a question on the ballot
regarding your sewer
service: “Should there be
a single sanitary district

serving the Goleta valley?”

T here are currently two
sanitary districts serving
the Goleta valley: the Goleta
Sanitary District and the
Goleta West Sanitary
District. The Goleta Sanitary
District collects and treats
sewage from areas east of
the airport. The Goleta West
Sanitary District collects
sewage from areas west of
the airport, including Isla
Vista, and pumps it to the
Goleta Sanitary District’s

treatment plant.

i n 1989, an election was
held on a proposed consoli-
dation of the two districts.
The measure was carried
by the voters in the Goleta
West Sanitary District’s
service area but defeated
in the Goleta Sanitary
District’s service area.
Since then, the Board of
the Goleta Sanitary District

has opposed consolidation.

T he Goleta West Sanitary
District is still pursuing the
formation of a single district
because of the associated
cost savings and the oppor-
tunity to participate in
decisions regarding the
wastewater treatment

plant.

M erging the two districts
into one would result in
immediate savings because
there would be only one
governing Board. In the
long run, the efficiencies of
operating a larger district
could lead to additional

savings.

M erging the two districts
would also give the resi-
dents of the Goleta West
Sanitary District’s service
area a voice in decision
with respect to wastewater
treatment. Currently, the
Goleta West Sanitary
District is paying for almost
half of the cost of the
treatment plant but has no
vote on the governing

Board of the plant.
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with the advisory ballot,
the Goleta West Sanitary
District is seeking approval
to continue with its efforts
to form a single district.
This could be achieved by
consolidation or by dis-
solution of one district and

annexing the service area to

the other.
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Isla Vista Sewer Construction Continues...

IF or the third year in a
row, heavy equipment
disturbed the summer calm
of Isla Vista. Camino del
Sur was torn up starting
between El Colegio and
Abrego and ending at

Del Playa Drive. One third
of a mile of plastic sewer
pipe ranging from 8 to 12
inches in diameter was
installed at depths ranging
from 15 to 25 feet.

T he construction is part of
a sewer replacement project
covering all of Isla Vista and
lasting several years. With
the completion of this year’s
construction, the most

troublesome deficiencies
in the old system will be
taken care of and Isla
Vista’s wastewater will
flow more efficiently to

the District’s pump station,
which is located between
the University and the
airport.

T he District will observe

the performance of Isla
Vista’s sewage collection
system for some time before
making a decision on the
future of the sewer replace-
ment project. If the work
performed so far has made
the system easier to
maintain, further work

may not be necessary.
The residents of Isla Vista
can once again enjoy their
quiet summers, knowing

that what goes down the
drain will finds its way
through a collection system
without blockages.
